CRPD: Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, a United Nations treaty. 

ECHR: European Court on Human Rights
IDP: Internally Displaced Person [like a refugee, but remains within the country where displaced]

COPRED: Consortium for Peace Research, Education, and Development 

PJSA: Peace and Justice Studies Association

Kimberle Crenshaw: wrote about intersectionality (for her, overlapping concerns of race and gender)
Johan Galtung: Norwegian Peace Researcher (gol-TUNG), wrote about Positive Peace (absence of direct and structural violence), Negative Peace (absence of direct violence)

Intersectionality: overlap of fields, such as race, gender, disability

Demographic trends: population

Structural violence/indirect violence: comes from inequality in health services, access to food, etc. 

Negative/positive peace: absence of direct violence/absence of direct violence and structural violence

Human security: contrasted with national security, range of factors that affect human well-being.
